    Now at 13 years running, Capitol/
Nashville is the No. 1 airplay label, 
followed by BMLG Records, Broken Bow, 
Columbia and Big Loud. The top 10 chart 
share labels, top performing artists and 
the Top 100 songs of the year are in the 
December print edition of Country Aircheck, 
out later this week. (Note all data for the 2021 
chart year reflects airplay between Nov. 8, 
2020 and Nov. 6, 2021.)  Beyond the year 
in music, the issue’s Top Stories looks at the 
resumption of touring, changes at radio, 
ratings and market share for the format 
and genre, the future of awards shows and 
questions still facing Morgan Wallen. CMA 
winners discuss their big week in Nashville, 
and label promotion teams tout their 2022 
music priorities.
