1. Can keep going to school in-person
2. Get tested day 5 after exposure

3. Keep checking for symptoms for
10 days after exposure

Symptoms appear or positive test

Modified quarantine — close contact can
keep going to school in-person if they:
e Stay symptom-free Home quarantine — close contact can:

e Continue to mask

1. Go back to school on Day 11
o Get tested twice: right after learning (from date of last exposure) if

of the exposure & on Day 5 or later
(if first test is on Day 5 or later due
to late notification, one test is ok)

close contact stays symptom-free
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Go back to school on Day 8 if a test
on Day 5 or later (from last date of
exposure) is negative & close contact
stays symptom-free

e Avoid all after-school activities
& childcare (on and off campus)
Modified quarantine ends after Day 7
if a test on Day 5 or later is negative

e Quarantine: student must stay

home

home & away from others in Isolate at home for at least 5 days from symptom start
