SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 1

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Energy and Water, 2

Legislative Branch, and Military Construction and Vet-3

erans Affairs Appropriations Act, 2019’’. 4

DIVISION A—ENERGY AND WATER DEVEL-5

OPMENT AND RELATED AGENCIES AP-6

PROPRIATIONS ACT, 20197

The following sums are appropriated, out of any 8

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for en-9

ergy and water development and related agencies for the 10

fiscal year ending September 30, 2019, and for other pur-11

poses, namely: 12

TITLE I 1

CORPS OF ENGINEERS—CIVIL 2

DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY 3

CORPS OF ENGINEERS—CIVIL 4

The following appropriations shall be expended under 5

the direction of the Secretary of the Army and the super-6

vision of the Chief of Engineers for authorized civil func-7

tions of the Department of the Army pertaining to river 8

and harbor, flood and storm damage reduction, shore pro-9

tection, aquatic ecosystem restoration, and related efforts. 10

INVESTIGATIONS 11

For expenses necessary where authorized by law for 12

the collection and study of basic information pertaining 13

to river and harbor, flood and storm damage reduction, 14

shore protection, aquatic ecosystem restoration, and re-15

lated needs; for surveys and detailed studies, and plans 16

and specifications of proposed river and harbor, flood and 17

storm damage reduction, shore protection, and aquatic 18

ecosystem restoration projects, and related efforts prior to 19

construction; for restudy of authorized projects; and for 20

miscellaneous investigations, and, when authorized by law, 21

surveys and detailed studies, and plans and specifications 22

of projects prior to construction, $128,000,000, to remain 23

available until expended: Provided, That the Secretary 24

shall initiate six new study starts during fiscal year 2019: 25

Provided further, That the Secretary shall not deviate from 1

the new starts proposed in the work plan, once the plan 2

has been submitted to the Committees on Appropriations 3

of both Houses of Congress. 4

CONSTRUCTION 5

For expenses necessary for the construction of river 6

and harbor, flood and storm damage reduction, shore pro-7

tection, aquatic ecosystem restoration, and related 8

projects authorized by law; for conducting detailed studies, 9

and plans and specifications, of such projects (including 10

those involving participation by States, local governments, 11

or private groups) authorized or made eligible for selection 12

by law (but such detailed studies, and plans and specifica-13

tions, shall not constitute a commitment of the Govern-14

ment to construction); $2,323,000,000, to remain avail-15

able until expended; of which such sums as are necessary 16

to cover the Federal share of construction costs for facili-17

ties under the Dredged Material Disposal Facilities pro-18

gram shall be derived from the Harbor Maintenance Trust 19

Fund as authorized by Public Law 104–303; and of which 20

such sums as are necessary to cover one-half of the costs 21

of construction, replacement, rehabilitation, and expansion 22

of inland waterways projects shall be derived from the In-23

land Waterways Trust Fund, except as otherwise specifi-24

cally provided for in law: Provided, That the Secretary 25
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shall initiate five new construction starts during fiscal year 1

2019: Provided further, That for new construction 2

projects, project cost sharing agreements shall be executed 3

as soon as practicable but no later than August 31, 2019: 4

Provided further, That no allocation for a new start shall 5

be considered final and no work allowance shall be made 6

until the Secretary provides to the Committees on Appro-7

priations of both Houses of Congress an out-year funding 8

scenario demonstrating the affordability of the selected 9

new starts and the impacts on other projects: Provided 10

further, That the Secretary may not deviate from the new 11

starts proposed in the work plan, once the plan has been 12

submitted to the Committees on Appropriations of both 13

Houses of Congress. 14

MISSISSIPPI RIVER AND TRIBUTARIES 15

For expenses necessary for flood damage reduction 16

projects and related efforts in the Mississippi River allu-17

vial valley below Cape Girardeau, Missouri, as authorized 18

by law, $430,000,000, to remain available until expended, 19

of which such sums as are necessary to cover the Federal 20

share of eligible operation and maintenance costs for in-21

land harbors shall be derived from the Harbor Mainte-22

nance Trust Fund. 23

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE 1

For expenses necessary for the operation, mainte-2

nance, and care of existing river and harbor, flood and 3

storm damage reduction, aquatic ecosystem restoration, 4

and related projects authorized by law; providing security 5

for infrastructure owned or operated by the Corps, includ-6

ing administrative buildings and laboratories; maintaining 7

harbor channels provided by a State, municipality, or 8

other public agency that serve essential navigation needs 9

of general commerce, where authorized by law; surveying 10

and charting northern and northwestern lakes and con-11

necting waters; clearing and straightening channels; and 12

removing obstructions to navigation, $3,820,000,000, to 13

remain available until expended, of which such sums as 14

are necessary to cover the Federal share of eligible oper-15

ation and maintenance costs for coastal harbors and chan-16

nels, and for inland harbors shall be derived from the Har-17

bor Maintenance Trust Fund; of which such sums as be-18

come available from the special account for the Corps of 19

Engineers established by the Land and Water Conserva-20

tion Fund Act of 1965 shall be derived from that account 21

for resource protection, research, interpretation, and 22

maintenance activities related to resource protection in the 23

areas at which outdoor recreation is available; and of 24

which such sums as become available from fees collected 25
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under section 217 of Public Law 104–303 shall be used 1

to cover the cost of operation and maintenance of the 2

dredged material disposal facilities for which such fees 3

have been collected: Provided, That 1 percent of the total 4

amount of funds provided for each of the programs, 5

projects, or activities funded under this heading shall not 6

be allocated to a field operating activity prior to the begin-7

ning of the fourth quarter of the fiscal year and shall be 8

available for use by the Chief of Engineers to fund such 9

emergency activities as the Chief of Engineers determines 10

to be necessary and appropriate, and that the Chief of En-11

gineers shall allocate during the fourth quarter any re-12

maining funds which have not been used for emergency 13

activities proportionally in accordance with the amounts 14

provided for the programs, projects, or activities. 15

REGULATORY PROGRAM 16

For expenses necessary for administration of laws 17

pertaining to regulation of navigable waters and wetlands, 18

$200,000,000, to remain available until September 30, 19

2020. 20

FORMERLY UTILIZED SITES REMEDIAL ACTION PROGRAM 21

For expenses necessary to clean up contamination 22

from sites in the United States resulting from work per-23

formed as part of the Nation’s early atomic energy pro-24

gram, $150,000,000, to remain available until expended. 25
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FLOOD CONTROL AND COASTAL EMERGENCIES 1

For expenses necessary to prepare for flood, hurri-2

cane, and other natural disasters and support emergency 3

operations, repairs, and other activities in response to 4

such disasters as authorized by law, $35,000,000, to re-5

main available until expended. 6

EXPENSES 7

For expenses necessary for the supervision and gen-8

eral administration of the civil works program in the head-9

quarters of the Corps of Engineers and the offices of the 10

Division Engineers; and for costs of management and op-11

eration of the Humphreys Engineer Center Support Activ-12

ity, the Institute for Water Resources, the United States 13

Army Engineer Research and Development Center, and 14

the United States Army Corps of Engineers Finance Cen-15

ter allocable to the civil works program, $187,000,000, to 16

remain available until September 30, 2020, of which not 17

to exceed $5,000 may be used for official reception and 18

representation purposes and only during the current fiscal 19

year: Provided, That no part of any other appropriation 20

provided in this title shall be available to fund the civil 21

works activities of the Office of the Chief of Engineers 22

or the civil works executive direction and management ac-23

tivities of the division offices: Provided further, That any 24

Flood Control and Coastal Emergencies appropriation 25
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may be used to fund the supervision and general adminis-1

tration of emergency operations, repairs, and other activi-2

ties in response to any flood, hurricane, or other natural 3

disaster. 4

OFFICE OF THE ASSISTANT SECRETARY OF THE ARMY 5

FOR CIVIL WORKS 6

For the Office of the Assistant Secretary of the Army 7

for Civil Works as authorized by 10 U.S.C. 3016(b)(3), 8

$5,000,000, to remain available until September 30, 2020: 9

Provided, That not more than 25 percent of such amount 10

may be obligated or expended until the Assistant Sec-11

retary submits to the Committees on Appropriations of 12

both Houses of Congress a work plan that allocates at 13

least 95 percent of the additional funding provided under 14

each heading in this title (as designated under such head-15

ing in the report of the Committee on Appropriations ac-16

companying this Act) to specific programs, projects, or ac-17

tivities. 18

GENERAL PROVISIONS—CORPS OF 19

ENGINEERS—CIVIL 20

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 21

SEC. 101. (a) None of the funds provided in this title 22

shall be available for obligation or expenditure through a 23

reprogramming of funds that—24
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(1) creates or initiates a new program, project, 1

or activity; 2

(2) eliminates a program, project, or activity; 3

(3) increases funds or personnel for any pro-4

gram, project, or activity for which funds have been 5

denied or restricted by this Act; 6

(4) reduces funds that are directed to be used 7

for a specific program, project, or activity by this 8

Act; 9

(5) increases funds for any program, project, or 10

activity by more than $2,000,000 or 10 percent, 11

whichever is less; or 12

(6) reduces funds for any program, project, or 13

activity by more than $2,000,000 or 10 percent, 14

whichever is less. 15

(b) Subsection (a)(1) shall not apply to any project 16

or activity authorized under section 205 of the Flood Con-17

trol Act of 1948, section 14 of the Flood Control Act of 18

1946, section 208 of the Flood Control Act of 1954, sec-19

tion 107 of the River and Harbor Act of 1960, section 20

103 of the River and Harbor Act of 1962, section 111 21

of the River and Harbor Act of 1968, section 1135 of the 22

Water Resources Development Act of 1986, section 206 23

of the Water Resources Development Act of 1996, or sec-24
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tion 204 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1

1992. 2

(c) The Corps of Engineers shall submit reports on 3

a quarterly basis to the Committees on Appropriations of 4

both Houses of Congress detailing all the funds repro-5

grammed between programs, projects, activities, or cat-6

egories of funding. The first quarterly report shall be sub-7

mitted not later than 60 days after the date of enactment 8

of this Act. 9

SEC. 102. None of the funds made available in this 10

title may be used to award or modify any contract that 11

commits funds beyond the amounts appropriated for that 12

program, project, or activity that remain unobligated, ex-13

cept that such amounts may include any funds that have 14

been made available through reprogramming pursuant to 15

section 101. 16

SEC. 103. The Secretary of the Army may transfer 17

to the Fish and Wildlife Service, and the Fish and Wildlife 18

Service may accept and expend, up to $5,400,000 of funds 19

provided in this title under the heading ‘‘Operation and 20

Maintenance’’ to mitigate for fisheries lost due to Corps 21

of Engineers projects. 22

SEC. 104. None of the funds in this Act shall be used 23

for an open lake placement alternative for dredged mate-24

rial, after evaluating the least costly, environmentally ac-25

ceptable manner for the disposal or management of 1

dredged material originating from Lake Erie or tributaries 2

thereto, unless it is approved under a State water quality 3

certification pursuant to section 401 of the Federal Water 4

Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. 1341): Provided, That 5

until an open lake placement alternative for dredged mate-6

rial is approved under a State water quality certification, 7

the Corps of Engineers shall continue upland placement 8

of such dredged material consistent with the requirements 9

of section 101 of the Water Resources Development Act 10

of 1986 (33 U.S.C. 2211). 11

SEC. 105. None of the funds made available in this 12

title may be used for any acquisition of buoy chain that 13

is not consistent with 48 CFR 225.7007, subsections 14

(a)(1) and (a)(2). 15

SEC. 106. None of the funds made available by this 16

Act may be used to carry out any water supply reallocation 17

study under the Wolf Creek Dam, Lake Cumberland, Ken-18

tucky, project authorized under the Act of July 24, 1946 19

(60 Stat. 636, ch. 595). 20

SEC. 107. Notwithstanding section 404(f)(2) of the 21

Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. 22

1344(f)(2)), none of the funds made available by this Act 23

may be used to require a permit for the discharge of 24

dredged or fill material under the Federal Water Pollution 25
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Control Act (33 U.S.C. 1251 et seq.) for the activities 1

identified in subparagraphs (A) and (C) of section 2

404(f)(1) of the Act (33 U.S.C. 1344(f)(1)(A), (C)). 3

SEC. 108. The final rule issued by the Administrator 4

of the Environmental Protection Agency and the Secretary 5

of the Army entitled ‘‘Clean Water Rule: ‘Definition of 6

Waters of the United States’ ’’ (80 Fed. Reg. 37053 (June 7

29, 2015)) is repealed, and, until such time as the Admin-8

istrator and the Secretary issue a final rule after the date 9

of enactment of this Act defining the scope of waters pro-10

tected under the Federal Water Pollution Control Act and 11

such new final rule goes into effect, any regulation or pol-12

icy revised under, or otherwise affected as a result of, the 13

rule repealed by this section shall be applied as if that 14

repealed rule had not been issued. 15

SEC. 109. As of the date of enactment of this Act 16

and each fiscal year thereafter, the Secretary of the Army 17

shall not promulgate or enforce any regulation that pro-18

hibits an individual from possessing a firearm, including 19

an assembled or functional firearm, at a water resources 20

development project covered under section 327.0 of title 21

36, Code of Federal Regulations (as in effect on the date 22

of enactment of this Act), if—23

(1) the individual is not otherwise prohibited by 24

law from possessing the firearm; and 25
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(2) the possession of the firearm is in compli-1

ance with the law of the State in which the water 2

resources development project is located. 3

SEC. 110. For fiscal year 2019, none of the funds 4

provided in this Act or available in the revolving fund es-5

tablished by the Civil Functions Appropriations Act of 6

1954 (33 U.S.C. 576(a)) may be obligated or expended 7

on a new hopper dredge. 8

CENTRAL UTAH PROJECT 11

CENTRAL UTAH PROJECT COMPLETION ACCOUNT 12

For carrying out activities authorized by the Central 13

Utah Project Completion Act, $15,000,000, to remain 14

available until expended, of which $898,000 shall be de-15

posited into the Utah Reclamation Mitigation and Con-16

servation Account for use by the Utah Reclamation Miti-17

gation and Conservation Commission: Provided, That of 18

the amount provided under this heading, $1,398,675 shall 19

be available until September 30, 2020, for expenses nec-20

essary in carrying out related responsibilities of the Sec-21

retary of the Interior: Provided further, That for fiscal 22

year 2019, of the amount made available to the Commis-23

sion under this Act or any other Act, the Commission may 24
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use an amount not to exceed $1,500,000 for administra-1

tive expenses. 2

BUREAU OF RECLAMATION 3

The following appropriations shall be expended to 4

execute authorized functions of the Bureau of Reclama-5

tion: 6

WATER AND RELATED RESOURCES 7

(INCLUDING TRANSFERS OF FUNDS) 8

For management, development, and restoration of 9

water and related natural resources and for related activi-10

ties, including the operation, maintenance, and rehabilita-11

tion of reclamation and other facilities, participation in 12

fulfilling related Federal responsibilities to Native Ameri-13

cans, and related grants to, and cooperative and other 14

agreements with, State and local governments, federally 15

recognized Indian tribes, and others, $1,381,992,000, to 16

remain available until expended, of which $67,393,000 17

shall be available for transfer to the Upper Colorado River 18

Basin Fund and $5,551,000 shall be available for transfer 19

to the Lower Colorado River Basin Development Fund; 20

of which such amounts as may be necessary may be ad-21

vanced to the Colorado River Dam Fund: Provided, That 22

such transfers may be increased or decreased within the 23

overall appropriation under this heading: Provided further, 24

That of the total appropriated, the amount for program 25
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activities that can be financed by the Reclamation Fund 1

or the Bureau of Reclamation special fee account estab-2

lished by 16 U.S.C. 6806 shall be derived from that Fund 3

or account: Provided further, That funds contributed 4

under 43 U.S.C. 395 are available until expended for the 5

purposes for which the funds were contributed: Provided 6

further, That funds advanced under 43 U.S.C. 397a shall 7

be credited to this account and are available until ex-8

pended for the same purposes as the sums appropriated 9

under this heading: Provided further, That of the amounts 10

provided herein, funds may be used for high-priority 11

projects which shall be carried out by the Youth Conserva-12

tion Corps, as authorized by 16 U.S.C. 1706. 13

CENTRAL VALLEY PROJECT RESTORATION FUND 14

For carrying out the programs, projects, plans, habi-15

tat restoration, improvement, and acquisition provisions of 16

the Central Valley Project Improvement Act, $62,008,000, 17

to be derived from such sums as may be collected in the 18

Central Valley Project Restoration Fund pursuant to sec-19

tions 3407(d), 3404(c)(3), and 3405(f) of Public Law 20

102–575, to remain available until expended: Provided, 21

That the Bureau of Reclamation is directed to assess and 22

collect the full amount of the additional mitigation and 23

restoration payments authorized by section 3407(d) of 24

Public Law 102–575: Provided further, That none of the 25
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funds made available under this heading may be used for 1

the acquisition or leasing of water for in-stream purposes 2

if the water is already committed to in-stream purposes 3

by a court adopted decree or order. 4

CALIFORNIA BAY-DELTA RESTORATION 5

(INCLUDING TRANSFERS OF FUNDS) 6

For carrying out activities authorized by the Water 7

Supply, Reliability, and Environmental Improvement Act, 8

consistent with plans to be approved by the Secretary of 9

the Interior, $35,000,000, to remain available until ex-10

pended, of which such amounts as may be necessary to 11

carry out such activities may be transferred to appropriate 12

accounts of other participating Federal agencies to carry 13

out authorized purposes: Provided, That funds appro-14

priated herein may be used for the Federal share of the 15

costs of CALFED Program management: Provided fur-16

ther, That CALFED implementation shall be carried out 17

in a balanced manner with clear performance measures 18

demonstrating concurrent progress in achieving the goals 19

and objectives of the Program. 20

POLICY AND ADMINISTRATION 21

For expenses necessary for policy, administration, 22

and related functions in the Office of the Commissioner, 23

the Denver office, and offices in the five regions of the 24

Bureau of Reclamation, to remain available until Sep-25
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tember 30, 2020, $61,000,000, to be derived from the 1

Reclamation Fund and be nonreimbursable as provided in 2

43 U.S.C. 377: Provided, That no part of any other appro-3

priation in this Act shall be available for activities or func-4

tions budgeted as policy and administration expenses. 5

ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISION 6

Appropriations for the Bureau of Reclamation shall 7

be available for purchase of not to exceed five passenger 8

motor vehicles, which are for replacement only. 9

GENERAL PROVISIONS—DEPARTMENT OF THE 10

INTERIOR 11

SEC. 201. (a) None of the funds provided in this title 12

shall be available for obligation or expenditure through a 13

reprogramming of funds that—14

(1) creates or initiates a new program, project, 15

or activity; 16

(2) eliminates a program, project, or activity; 17

(3) increases funds for any program, project, or 18

activity for which funds have been denied or re-19

stricted by this Act; 20

(4) restarts or resumes any program, project or 21

activity for which funds are not provided in this Act, 22

unless prior approval is received from the Commit-23

tees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress; 24
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(5) transfers funds in excess of the following 1

limits—2

(A) 15 percent for any program, project or 3

activity for which $2,000,000 or more is avail-4

able at the beginning of the fiscal year; or 5

(B) $400,000 for any program, project or 6

activity for which less than $2,000,000 is avail-7

able at the beginning of the fiscal year; 8

(6) transfers more than $500,000 from either 9

the Facilities Operation, Maintenance, and Rehabili-10

tation category or the Resources Management and 11

Development category to any program, project, or 12

activity in the other category; or 13

(7) transfers, where necessary to discharge legal 14

obligations of the Bureau of Reclamation, more than 15

$5,000,000 to provide adequate funds for settled 16

contractor claims, increased contractor earnings due 17

to accelerated rates of operations, and real estate de-18

ficiency judgments. 19

(b) Subsection (a)(5) shall not apply to any transfer 20

of funds within the Facilities Operation, Maintenance, and 21

Rehabilitation category. 22

(c) For purposes of this section, the term ‘‘transfer’’ 23

means any movement of funds into or out of a program, 24

project, or activity. 25
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(d) The Bureau of Reclamation shall submit reports 1

on a quarterly basis to the Committees on Appropriations 2

of both Houses of Congress detailing all the funds repro-3

grammed between programs, projects, activities, or cat-4

egories of funding. The first quarterly report shall be sub-5

mitted not later than 60 days after the date of enactment 6

of this Act. 7

SEC. 202. (a) None of the funds appropriated or oth-8

erwise made available by this Act may be used to deter-9

mine the final point of discharge for the interceptor drain 10

for the San Luis Unit until development by the Secretary 11

of the Interior and the State of California of a plan, which 12

shall conform to the water quality standards of the State 13

of California as approved by the Administrator of the En-14

vironmental Protection Agency, to minimize any detri-15

mental effect of the San Luis drainage waters. 16

(b) The costs of the Kesterson Reservoir Cleanup 17

Program and the costs of the San Joaquin Valley Drain-18

age Program shall be classified by the Secretary of the 19

Interior as reimbursable or nonreimbursable and collected 20

until fully repaid pursuant to the ‘‘Cleanup Program—21

Alternative Repayment Plan’’ and the ‘‘SJVDP—Alter-22

native Repayment Plan’’ described in the report entitled 23

‘‘Repayment Report, Kesterson Reservoir Cleanup Pro-24

gram and San Joaquin Valley Drainage Program, Feb-25
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ruary 1995’’, prepared by the Department of the Interior, 1

Bureau of Reclamation. Any future obligations of funds 2

by the United States relating to, or providing for, drainage 3

service or drainage studies for the San Luis Unit shall 4

be fully reimbursable by San Luis Unit beneficiaries of 5

such service or studies pursuant to Federal reclamation 6

law. 7

SEC. 203. Hereinafter, notwithstanding any other 8

provision of law, during the period from November 1 9

through April 30, water users may use their diversion 10

structures for the purpose of recharging the Eastern 11

Snake Plain Aquifer, when the Secretary, in consultation 12

with the Advisory Committee and Water District 1 13

watermaster, determines there is water available in excess 14

of that needed to satisfy existing Minidoka Project storage 15

and hydropower rights and ensure operational flexibility. 16

SEC. 204. Section 9001(d) of the Omnibus Public 17

Land Management Act of 2009 (Public Law 111–11; 123 18

Stat. 1295) is amended by striking ‘‘10’’ and inserting 19

‘‘20’’. 20

SEC. 205. None of the funds in this Act shall be avail-21

able to implement the Stipulation of Settlement (Natural 22

Resources Defense Council, et al. v. Kirk Rodgers, et al., 23

Eastern District of California, No. Civ. 9 S–88–1658 24
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LKK/GGH) or subtitle A of title X of Public Law 111–1

11. 2

SEC. 206. None of the funds in this Act shall be avail-3

able for the purchase of water in the State of California 4

to supplement instream flow within a river basin that has 5

suffered a drought within the last two years. 6

SEC. 207. Section 9(c)(1) of the Reclamation Project 7

Act of 1939 (43 U.S.C. 485h(c)(1)) is amended by insert-8

ing ‘‘and pumped storage hydropower development exclu-9

sively using Bureau of Reclamation reservoirs’’ after ‘‘in-10

cluding small conduit hydropower development’’. 11

ENERGY EFFICIENCY AND RENEWABLE ENERGY 15

For Department of Energy expenses including the 16

purchase, construction, and acquisition of plant and cap-17

ital equipment, and other expenses necessary for energy 18

efficiency and renewable energy activities in carrying out 19

the purposes of the Department of Energy Organization 20

Act (42 U.S.C. 7101 et seq.), including the acquisition or 21

condemnation of any real property or any facility or for 22

plant or facility acquisition, construction, or expansion, 23

$2,078,640,000, to remain available until expended: Pro-24
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vided, That of such amount, $153,700,000 shall be avail-1

able until September 30, 2020, for program direction. 2

CYBERSECURITY, ENERGY SECURITY, AND EMERGENCY 3

RESPONSE 4

Investigations For expenses necessary where authorized by law for the collection and study of basic information pertaining to river and harbor, flood and storm damage reduction, shore protection, aquatic ecosystem restoration, and related needs; for surveys and detailed studies, and plans and specifications of proposed river and harbor, flood and storm damage reduction, shore protection, and aquatic ecosystem restoration projects, and related efforts prior to construction; for restudy of authorized projects; and for miscellaneous investigations, and, when authorized by law, surveys and detailed studies, and plans and specifications of projects prior to construction, $128,000,000, to remain available until expended:  Provided, That the Secretary shall initiate six new study starts during fiscal year 2019:  Provided further, That the Secretary shall not deviate from the new starts proposed in the work plan, once the plan has been submitted to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress. Construction, rehabilitation, operation and maintenance, western area power administration For carrying out the functions authorized by title III, section 302(a)(1)(E) of the Act of August 4, 1977 (42 U.S.C. 7152), and other related activities including conservation and renewable resources programs as authorized, $265,142,000, including official reception and representation expenses in an amount not to exceed $1,500, to remain available until expended, of which $265,142,000 shall be derived from the Department of the Interior Reclamation Fund:  Provided, That notwithstanding 31 U.S.C. 3302, section 5 of the Flood Control Act of 1944 (16 U.S.C. 825s), and section 1 of the Interior Department Appropriation Act, 1939 (43 U.S.C. 392a), up to $175,770,000 collected by the Western Area Power Administration from the sale of power and related services shall be credited to this account as discretionary offsetting collections, to remain available until expended, for the sole purpose of funding the annual expenses of the Western Area Power Administration:  Provided further, That the sum herein appropriated for annual expenses shall be reduced as collections are received during the fiscal year so as to result in a final fiscal year 2019 appropriation estimated at not more than $89,372,000, of which $89,372,000 is derived from the Reclamation Fund:  Provided further, That notwithstanding 31 U.S.C. 3302, up to $180,408,000 collected by the Western Area Power Administration pursuant to the Flood Control Act of 1944 and the Reclamation Project Act of 1939 to recover purchase power and wheeling expenses shall be credited to this account as offsetting collections, to remain available until expended for the sole purpose of making purchase power and wheeling expenditures:  Provided further, That for purposes of this appropriation, annual expenses means expenditures that are generally recovered in the same year that they are incurred (excluding purchase power and wheeling expenses).  Falcon and amistad operating and maintenance fund For operation, maintenance, and emergency costs for the hydroelectric facilities at the Falcon and Amistad Dams, $5,207,000, to remain available until expended, and to be derived from the Falcon and Amistad Operating and Maintenance Fund of the Western Area Power Administration, as provided in section 2 of the Act of June 18, 1954 (68 Stat. 255):  Provided, That notwithstanding the provisions of that Act and of 31 U.S.C. 3302, up to $4,979,000 collected by the Western Area Power Administration from the sale of power and related services from the Falcon and Amistad Dams shall be credited to this account as discretionary offsetting collections, to remain available until expended for the sole purpose of funding the annual expenses of the hydroelectric facilities of these Dams and associated Western Area Power Administration activities:  Provided further, That the sum herein appropriated for annual expenses shall be reduced as collections are received during the fiscal year so as to result in a final fiscal year 2019 appropriation estimated at not more than $228,000:  Provided further, That for purposes of this appropriation, annual expenses means expenditures that are generally recovered in the same year that they are incurred:  Provided further, That for fiscal year 2019, the Administrator of the Western Area Power Administration may accept up to $122,000 in funds contributed by United States power customers of the Falcon and Amistad Dams for deposit into the Falcon and Amistad Operating and Maintenance Fund, and such funds shall be available for the purpose for which contributed in like manner as if said sums had been specifically appropriated for such purpose:  Provided further, That any such funds shall be available without further appropriation and without fiscal year limitation for use by the Commissioner of the United States Section of the International Boundary and Water Commission for the sole purpose of operating, maintaining, repairing, rehabilitating, replacing, or upgrading the hydroelectric facilities at these Dams in accordance with agreements reached between the Administrator, Commissioner, and the power customers.  Federal energy regulatory commission  Salaries and expenses For expenses necessary for the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission to carry out the provisions of the Department of Energy Organization Act (42 U.S.C. 7101 et seq.), including services as authorized by 5 U.S.C. 3109, official reception and representation expenses not to exceed $3,000, and the hire of passenger motor vehicles, $369,900,000, to remain available until expended:  Provided, That notwithstanding any other provision of law, not to exceed $369,900,000 of revenues from fees and annual charges, and other services and collections in fiscal year 2019 shall be retained and used for expenses necessary in this account, and shall remain available until expended:  Provided further, That the sum herein appropriated from the general fund shall be reduced as revenues are received during fiscal year 2019 so as to result in a final fiscal year 2019 appropriation from the general fund estimated at not more than $0.  General provisions—department of energy  (including transfers of funds) 
  301. 
  (a) No appropriation, funds, or authority made available by this title for the Department of Energy shall be used to initiate or resume any program, project, or activity or to prepare or initiate Requests For Proposals or similar arrangements (including Requests for Quotations, Requests for Information, and Funding Opportunity Announcements) for a program, project, or activity if the program, project, or activity has not been funded by Congress. 
  (b) 
  (1) Unless the Secretary of Energy notifies the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress at least 3 full business days in advance, none of the funds made available in this title may be used to— 
  (A) make a grant allocation or discretionary grant award totaling $1,000,000 or more; 
  (B) make a discretionary contract award or Other Transaction Agreement totaling $1,000,000 or more, including a contract covered by the Federal Acquisition Regulation; 
  (C) issue a letter of intent to make an allocation, award, or Agreement in excess of the limits in subparagraph (A) or (B); or 
  (D) announce publicly the intention to make an allocation, award, or Agreement in excess of the limits in subparagraph (A) or (B). 
  (2) The Secretary of Energy shall submit to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress within 15 days of the conclusion of each quarter a report detailing each grant allocation or discretionary grant award totaling less than $1,000,000 provided during the previous quarter. 
  (3) The notification required by paragraph (1) and the report required by paragraph (2) shall include the recipient of the award, the amount of the award, the fiscal year for which the funds for the award were appropriated, the account and program, project, or activity from which the funds are being drawn, the title of the award, and a brief description of the activity for which the award is made.

  (1) The Secretary of Energy may waive any requirement or restriction in this section that applies to the use of funds made available for the Department of Energy if compliance with such requirement or restriction would pose a substantial risk to human health, the environment, welfare, or national security. 
  (2) The Secretary of Energy shall notify the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress of any waiver under paragraph (1) as soon as practicable, but not later than 3 days after the date of the activity to which a requirement or restriction would otherwise have applied. Such notice shall include an explanation of the substantial risk under paragraph (1) that permitted such waiver. 
  (h) The unexpended balances of prior appropriations provided for activities in this Act may be available to the same appropriation accounts for such activities established pursuant to this title.   305. The Secretary of Energy may not transfer more than $274,833,000 from the amounts made available under this title to the working capital fund established under section 653 of the Department of Energy Organization Act (42 U.S.C. 7263):  Provided, That the Secretary may transfer additional amounts to the working capital fund after the Secretary provides notification in advance of any such transfer to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress:  Provided further, That any such notification shall identify the sources of funds by program, project, or activity:  Provided further, That the Secretary shall notify the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress before adding or removing any activities from the fund.

  (c) A waiver under subsection (b) shall not be effective until 15 days after the date on which the Secretary submits to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress, in classified form if necessary, a report on the justification for the waiver.

  (2) a cost estimate for the establishment, operation, and maintenance of the reserve, including funding sources; 
  (3) a detailed plan for operation of the reserve, including the conditions upon which the products may be released; 
  (4) the location of the reserve; and 
  (5) the estimate of the total inventory of the reserve. 
  308. 
  (a) Funds provided by this Act for Project 99–D–143, Mixed Oxide Fuel Fabrication Facility, and any funds provided by prior Acts for such Project that remain unobligated, may be made available only for construction and project support activities for such Project. 
  (b) The Secretary of Energy may waive the requirement under subsection (a) if the Secretary concurrently submits to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress— 
  (1) the commitment, certification, and details described in section 3121(b) of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2018 (Public Law 115–91; 131 Stat. 1892); and 
  (2) the lifecycle cost estimate used to make such certification. 
  (c) If the Secretary waives the requirements under subsection (a), the Secretary may not use funds provided for the Project described in such subsection to eliminate such Project until the date that is 30 days after the submission of the lifecycle cost estimate required under subsection (b)(2). 
  309. Notwithstanding section 161 of the Energy Policy and Conservation Act (42 U.S.C. 6241), upon a determination by the President in this fiscal year that a regional supply shortage of refined petroleum product of significant scope and duration exists, that a severe increase in the price of refined petroleum product will likely result from such shortage, and that a draw down and sale of refined petroleum product would assist directly and significantly in reducing the adverse impact of such shortage, the Secretary of Energy may draw down and sell refined petroleum product from the Strategic Petroleum Reserve.   (4) the potential for locating other nuclear fuel cycle facilities near the Yucca Mountain site, such as an enrichment facility for national defense purposes. 
  (c) Consultation In preparing the report required under subsection (a), the Secretary shall consult with institutions in the Nevada System of Higher Education, as defined by the State of Nevada, with prior reprocessing research experience. 
  (d) Yucca Mountain site defined In this section, the term  Yucca Mountain site has the meaning given that term in section 2(30) of the Nuclear Waste Policy Act of 1982 (42 U.S.C. 10101(30)).

Such notice shall include an explanation of the substantial risk under paragraph (1) that permitted such waiver and shall provide a detailed report to the Committees of such waiver and changes to funding levels to programs, projects, or activities. 
  (c) Except as provided in subsections (a), (b), and (d), the amounts made available by this title for  Nuclear Regulatory Commission—Salaries and Expenses shall be expended as directed in the report of the Committee on Appropriations accompanying this Act. 
  (d) None of the funds provided for the Nuclear Regulatory Commission shall be available for obligation or expenditure through a reprogramming of funds that increases funds or personnel for any program, project, or activity for which funds are denied or restricted by this Act. 
  (e) The Commission shall provide a monthly report to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress, which includes the following for each program, project, or activity, including any prior year appropriations— 
  (1) total budget authority; 
  (2) total unobligated balances; and 
  (3) total unliquidated obligations.

  (a) None of the funds made available in title III of this Act may be transferred to any department, agency, or instrumentality of the United States Government, except pursuant to a transfer made by or transfer authority provided in this Act or any other appropriations Act for any fiscal year, transfer authority referenced in the report of the Committee on Appropriations accompanying this Act, or any authority whereby a department, agency, or instrumentality of the United States Government may provide goods or services to another department, agency, or instrumentality. 
  (b) None of the funds made available for any department, agency, or instrumentality of the United States Government may be transferred to accounts funded in title III of this Act, except pursuant to a transfer made by or transfer authority provided in this Act or any other appropriations Act for any fiscal year, transfer authority referenced in the report of the Committee on Appropriations accompanying this Act, or any authority whereby a department, agency, or instrumentality of the United States Government may provide goods or services to another department, agency, or instrumentality. 
  (c) The head of any relevant department or agency funded in this Act utilizing any transfer authority shall submit to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress a semiannual report detailing the transfer authorities, except for any authority whereby a department, agency, or instrumentality of the United States Government may provide goods or services to another department, agency, or instrumentality, used in the previous 6 months and in the year-to-date. This report shall include the amounts transferred and the purposes for which they were transferred, and shall not replace or modify existing notification requirements for each authority. 
  503. None of the funds made available by this Act may be used in contravention of Executive Order No. 12898 of February 11, 1994 (Federal Actions to Address Environmental Justice in Minority Populations and Low-Income Populations).

  (a) None of the funds made available in this Act may be used to maintain or establish a computer network unless such network blocks the viewing, downloading, and exchanging of pornography. 
  (b) Nothing in subsection (a) shall limit the use of funds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, or local law enforcement agency or any other entity carrying out criminal investigations, prosecution, or adjudication activities. 
  505. None of the funds made available by this Act may be used to further implementation of the coastal and marine spatial planning and ecosystem-based management components of the National Ocean Policy developed under Executive Order No. 13547 of July 19, 2010. 
  506. None of the funds made available in this Act, or federal funds provided from any other source, may be used to operate the Federal Columbia River Power System hydroelectric dams in a manner that is inconsistent with the Army Corps of Engineers' 2017 Fish Operations Plan. 
  507. None of the funds made available by this Act may be used for the removal of any federally owned or operated dam unless the removal was previously authorized by Congress. 
  508. None of the funds made available by this Act may be used to conduct closure of adjudicatory functions, technical review, or support activities associated with the Yucca Mountain geologic repository license application, or for actions that irrevocably remove the possibility that Yucca Mountain may be a repository option in the future.  references to Act

  Provided, That, of the amount, not to exceed $4,695,000 shall be available for study, planning, design, and architect and engineer services, as authorized by law, unless the Secretary of the Navy determines that additional obligations are necessary for such purposes and notifies the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress of the determination and the reasons therefor.   Provided, That, of the amount, not to exceed $4,055,000 shall be available for study, planning, design, and architect and engineer services, as authorized by law, unless the Chief of the Air Force Reserve determines that additional obligations are necessary for such purposes and notifies the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress of the determination and the reasons therefor: 
  Provided further, That, the Chief of the Air Force Reserve shall take immediate action to address unfunded military construction requirements for access control points and security issues at Air Force Reserve facilities. Family housing operation and maintenance, air force For expenses of family housing for the Air Force for operation and maintenance, including debt payment, leasing, minor construction, principal and interest charges, and insurance premiums, as authorized by law, $317,274,000.  Family housing operation and maintenance, defense- Wide For expenses of family housing for the activities and agencies of the Department of Defense (other than the military departments) for operation and maintenance, leasing, and minor construction, as authorized by law, $58,373,000.  Department of defense family housing improvement fund For the Department of Defense Family Housing Improvement Fund, $1,653,000, to remain available until expended, for family housing initiatives undertaken pursuant to section 2883 of title 10, United States Code, providing alternative means of acquiring and improving military family housing and supporting facilities.   101. None of the funds made available in this title shall be expended for payments under a cost-plus-a-fixed-fee contract for construction, where cost estimates exceed $25,000, to be performed within the United States, except Alaska, without the specific approval in writing of the Secretary of Defense setting forth the reasons therefor. 
  102. Funds made available in this title for construction shall be available for hire of passenger motor vehicles. 
  103. Funds made available in this title for construction may be used for advances to the Federal Highway Administration, Department of Transportation, for the construction of access roads as authorized by section 210 of title 23, United States Code, when projects authorized therein are certified as important to the national defense by the Secretary of Defense. 
  104. None of the funds made available in this title may be used to begin construction of new bases in the United States for which specific appropriations have not been made. 
  105. None of the funds made available in this title shall be used for purchase of land or land easements in excess of 100 percent of the value as determined by the Army Corps of Engineers or the Naval Facilities Engineering Command, except: (1) where there is a determination of value by a Federal court; (2) purchases negotiated by the Attorney General or the designee of the Attorney General; (3) where the estimated value is less than $25,000; or (4) as otherwise determined by the Secretary of Defense to be in the public interest. 
  106. None of the funds made available in this title shall be used to: (1) acquire land; (2) provide for site preparation; or (3) install utilities for any family housing, except housing for which funds have been made available in annual Acts making appropriations for military construction. 
  107. None of the funds made available in this title for minor construction may be used to transfer or relocate any activity from one base or installation to another, without prior notification to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress. 
  108. None of the funds made available in this title may be used for the procurement of steel for any construction project or activity for which American steel producers, fabricators, and manufacturers have been denied the opportunity to compete for such steel procurement. 
  109. None of the funds available to the Department of Defense for military construction or family housing during the current fiscal year may be used to pay real property taxes in any foreign nation. 
  110. None of the funds made available in this title may be used to initiate a new installation overseas without prior notification to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress. 
  111. None of the funds made available in this title may be obligated for architect and engineer contracts estimated by the Government to exceed $500,000 for projects to be accomplished in Japan, in any North Atlantic Treaty Organization member country, or in countries bordering the Arabian Gulf, unless such contracts are awarded to United States firms or United States firms in joint venture with host nation firms. 
  112. None of the funds made available in this title for military construction in the United States territories and possessions in the Pacific and on Kwajalein Atoll, or in countries bordering the Arabian Gulf, may be used to award any contract estimated by the Government to exceed $1,000,000 to a foreign contractor: 
  Provided, That this section shall not be applicable to contract awards for which the lowest responsive and responsible bid of a United States contractor exceeds the lowest responsive and responsible bid of a foreign contractor by greater than 20 percent: 
  Provided further, That this section shall not apply to contract awards for military construction on Kwajalein Atoll for which the lowest responsive and responsible bid is submitted by a Marshallese contractor. 
  113. The Secretary of Defense shall inform the appropriate committees of both Houses of Congress, including the Committees on Appropriations, of plans and scope of any proposed military exercise involving United States personnel 30 days prior to its occurring, if amounts expended for construction, either temporary or permanent, are anticipated to exceed $100,000. 
  114. Funds appropriated to the Department of Defense for construction in prior years shall be available for construction authorized for each such military department by the authorizations enacted into law during the current session of Congress. 
  115. (including transfer of funds) 
  118. In addition to any other transfer authority available to the Department of Defense, amounts may be transferred from the Department of Defense Base Closure Account to the fund established by section 1013(d) of the Demonstration Cities and Metropolitan Development Act of 1966 (42 U.S.C. 3374) to pay for expenses associated with the Homeowners Assistance Program incurred under 42 U.S.C. 3374(a)(1)(A). Any amounts transferred shall be merged with and be available for the same purposes and for the same time period as the fund to which transferred. 
  119. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, funds made available in this title for operation and maintenance of family housing shall be the exclusive source of funds for repair and maintenance of all family housing units, including general or flag officer quarters: 
  Provided, That not more than $15,000 per unit may be spent annually for the maintenance and repair of any general or flag officer quarters without 30 days prior notification, or 14 days for a notification provided in an electronic medium pursuant to sections 480 and 2883 of title 10, United States Code, to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress, except that an after-the-fact notification shall be submitted if the limitation is exceeded solely due to costs associated with environmental remediation that could not be reasonably anticipated at the time of the budget submission: 
  Provided further, That the Under Secretary of Defense (Comptroller) is to report annually to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress all operation and maintenance expenditures for each individual general or flag officer quarters for the prior fiscal year. 
  120. Amounts contained in the Ford Island Improvement Account established by subsection (h) of section 2814 of title 10, United States Code, are appropriated and shall be available until expended for the purposes specified in subsection (i)(1) of such section or until transferred pursuant to subsection (i)(3) of such section. Appropriations available in this title for  Compensation and Pensions,  Readjustment Benefits, and  Veterans Insurance and Indemnities shall be available for payment of prior year accrued obligations required to be recorded by law against the corresponding prior year accounts within the last quarter of fiscal year 2018. 
  207. Appropriations available in this title shall be available to pay prior year obligations of corresponding prior year appropriations accounts resulting from sections 3328(a), 3334, and 3712(a) of title 31, United States Code, except that if such obligations are from trust fund accounts they shall be payable only from  Compensation and Pensions.  (including transfer of funds) 
  208. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, during fiscal year 2019, the Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall, from the National Service Life Insurance Fund under section 1920 of title 38, United States Code, the Veterans' Special Life Insurance Fund under section 1923 of title 38, United States Code, and the United States Government Life Insurance Fund under section 1955 of title 38, United States Code, reimburse the  General Operating Expenses, Veterans Benefits Administration and  Information Technology Systems accounts for the cost of administration of the insurance programs financed through those accounts: 
  Provided, That reimbursement shall be made only from the surplus earnings accumulated in such an insurance program during fiscal year 2019 that are available for dividends in that program after claims have been paid and actuarially determined reserves have been set aside: 
  Provided further, That if the cost of administration of such an insurance program exceeds the amount of surplus earnings accumulated in that program, reimbursement shall be made only to the extent of such surplus earnings: 
  Provided further, That the Secretary shall determine the cost of administration for fiscal year 2019 which is properly allocable to the provision of each such insurance program and to the provision of any total disability income insurance included in that insurance program. 
  209. Amounts deducted from enhanced-use lease proceeds to reimburse an account for expenses incurred by that account during a prior fiscal year for providing enhanced-use lease services, may be obligated during the fiscal year in which the proceeds are received.  (including transfer of funds) 
  210. Funds available in this title or funds for salaries and other administrative expenses shall also be available to reimburse the Office of Resolution Management, the Office of Employment Discrimination Complaint Adjudication, the Office of Accountability and Whistleblower Protection, and the Office of Diversity and Inclusion for all services provided at rates which will recover actual costs but not to exceed $48,431,000 for the Office of Resolution Management, $4,333,000 for the Office of Employment Discrimination Complaint Adjudication, $17,700,000 for the Office of Accountability and Whistleblower Protection, and $3,230,000 for the Office of Diversity and Inclusion: 
  Provided, That payments may be made in advance for services to be furnished based on estimated costs: 
  Provided further, That amounts received shall be credited to the  General Administration and  Information Technology Systems accounts for use by the office that provided the service. 
  211. No funds of the Department of Veterans Affairs shall be available for hospital care, nursing home care, or medical services provided to any person under chapter 17 of title 38, United States Code, for a non-service-connected disability described in section 1729(a)(2) of such title, unless that person has disclosed to the Secretary of Veterans Affairs, in such form as the Secretary may require, current, accurate third-party reimbursement information for purposes of section 1729 of such title: 
  Provided, That the Secretary may recover, in the same manner as any other debt due the United States, the reasonable charges for such care or services from any person who does not make such disclosure as required: 
  Provided further, That any amounts so recovered for care or services provided in a prior fiscal year may be obligated by the Secretary during the fiscal year in which amounts are received.  (including transfer of funds) 
  212. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, proceeds or revenues derived from enhanced-use leasing activities (including disposal) may be deposited into the  Construction, Major Projects and  Construction, Minor Projects accounts and be used for construction (including site acquisition and disposition), alterations, and improvements of any medical facility under the jurisdiction or for the use of the Department of Veterans Affairs. Such sums as realized are in addition to the amount provided for in  Construction, Major Projects and  Construction, Minor Projects. 
  213. Amounts made available under  Medical Services are available— 
  (1) for furnishing recreational facilities, supplies, and equipment; and 
  (2) for funeral expenses, burial expenses, and other expenses incidental to funerals and burials for beneficiaries receiving care in the Department.  (including transfer of funds) 
  214. Such sums as may be deposited to the Medical Care Collections Fund pursuant to section 1729A of title 38, United States Code, may be transferred to the  Medical Services and  Medical Community Care accounts to remain available until expended for the purposes of these accounts. 
  215. The Secretary of Veterans Affairs may enter into agreements with Federally Qualified Health Centers in the State of Alaska and Indian tribes and tribal organizations which are party to the Alaska Native Health Compact with the Indian Health Service, to provide healthcare, including behavioral health and dental care, to veterans in rural Alaska. The Secretary shall require participating veterans and facilities to comply with all appropriate rules and regulations, as established by the Secretary. The term  rural Alaska shall mean those lands which are not within the boundaries of the municipality of Anchorage or the Fairbanks North Star Borough.  (including transfer of funds) 
  216. Such sums as may be deposited to the Department of Veterans Affairs Capital Asset Fund pursuant to section 8118 of title 38, United States Code, may be transferred to the  Construction, Major Projects and  Construction, Minor Projects accounts, to remain available until expended for the purposes of these accounts. 
  217. Not later than 30 days after the end of each fiscal quarter, the Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall submit to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress a report on the financial status of the Department of Veterans Affairs for the preceding quarter: 
  Provided, That, at a minimum, the report shall include the direction contained in the paragraph entitled  Quarterly reporting, under the heading  General Administration in the joint explanatory statement accompanying Public Law 114–223.  (including transfer of funds) 
  218. Amounts made available under the  Medical Services,  Medical Community Care,  Medical Support and Compliance,  Medical Facilities,  General Operating Expenses, Veterans Benefits Administration,  Board of Veterans Appeals,  General Administration, and  National Cemetery Administration accounts for fiscal year 2019 may be transferred to or from the  Information Technology Systems account: 
  Provided, That such transfers may not result in a more than 10 percent aggregate increase in the total amount made available by this Act for the  Information Technology Systems account: 
  Provided further, That, before a transfer may take place, the Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall request from the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress the authority to make the transfer and an approval is issued.  (including transfer of funds) 
  219. Of the amounts appropriated to the Department of Veterans Affairs which become available on October 1, 2019, for  Medical Services,  Medical Community Care,  Medical Support and Compliance, and  Medical Facilities, up to $307,609,000, plus reimbursements, may be transferred to the Joint Department of Defense—Department of Veterans Affairs Medical Facility Demonstration Fund, established by section 1704 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2010 (Public Law 111–84; 123 Stat. 3571) and may be used for operation of the facilities designated as combined Federal medical facilities as described by section 706 of the Duncan Hunter National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2009 (Public Law 110–417; 122 Stat. 4500): 
  Provided, That additional funds may be transferred from accounts designated in this section to the Joint Department of Defense—Department of Veterans Affairs Medical Facility Demonstration Fund upon written notification by the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress.  (including transfer of funds) 
  220. Such sums as may be deposited to the Medical Care Collections Fund pursuant to section 1729A of title 38, United States Code, for healthcare provided at facilities designated as combined Federal medical facilities as described by section 706 of the Duncan Hunter National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2009 (Public Law 110–417; 122 Stat. 4500) shall also be available: (1) for transfer to the Joint Department of Defense—Department of Veterans Affairs Medical Facility Demonstration Fund, established by section 1704 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2010 (Public Law 111–84; 123 Stat. 3571); and (2) for operations of the facilities designated as combined Federal medical facilities as described by section 706 of the Duncan Hunter National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2009 (Public Law 110–417; 122 Stat. 4500): 
  Provided, That, notwithstanding section 1704(b)(3) of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2010 (Public Law 111–84; 123 Stat. 2573), amounts transferred to the Joint Department of Defense—Department of Veterans Affairs Medical Facility Demonstration Fund shall remain available until expended.  (including transfer of funds) 
  221. Of the amounts available in this title for  Medical Services,  Medical Community Care,  Medical Support and Compliance, and  Medical Facilities, a minimum of $15,000,000 shall be transferred to the DOD–VA Health Care Sharing Incentive Fund, as authorized by section 8111(d) of title 38, United States Code, to remain available until expended, for any purpose authorized by section 8111 of title 38, United States Code. 
  222. None of the funds available to the Department of Veterans Affairs, in this or any other Act, may be used to replace the current system by which the Veterans Integrated Service Networks select and contract for diabetes monitoring supplies and equipment. 
  223. The Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall notify the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress of all bid savings in a major construction project that total at least $5,000,000, or 5 percent of the programmed amount of the project, whichever is less: 
  Provided, That such notification shall occur within 14 days of a contract identifying the programmed amount: 
  Provided further, That the Secretary shall notify the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress 14 days prior to the obligation of such bid savings and shall describe the anticipated use of such savings. 
  224. None of the funds made available for  Construction, Major Projects may be used for a project in excess of the scope specified for that project in the original justification data provided to the Congress as part of the request for appropriations unless the Secretary of Veterans Affairs receives approval from the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress.

  227. The Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall provide on a quarterly basis to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress notification of any single national outreach and awareness marketing campaign in which obligations exceed $2,000,000.  (including transfer of funds) 
  228. The Secretary of Veterans Affairs, upon determination that such action is necessary to address needs of the Veterans Health Administration, may transfer to the  Medical Services account any discretionary appropriations made available for fiscal year 2019 in this title (except appropriations made to the  General Operating Expenses, Veterans Benefits Administration account) or any discretionary unobligated balances within the Department of Veterans Affairs, including those appropriated for fiscal year 2019, that were provided in advance by appropriations Acts: 
  Provided, That transfers shall be made only with the approval of the Office of Management and Budget: 
  Provided further, That the transfer authority provided in this section is in addition to any other transfer authority provided by law: 
  Provided further, That no amounts may be transferred from amounts that were designated by Congress as an emergency requirement pursuant to a concurrent resolution on the budget or the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985: 
  Provided further, That such authority to transfer may not be used unless for higher priority items, based on emergent healthcare requirements, than those for which originally appropriated and in no case where the item for which funds are requested has been denied by Congress: 
  Provided further, That, upon determination that all or part of the funds transferred from an appropriation are not necessary, such amounts may be transferred back to that appropriation and shall be available for the same purposes as originally appropriated: 
  Provided further, That before a transfer may take place, the Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall request from the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress the authority to make the transfer and receive approval of that request.  (including transfer of funds)

  (a) The Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall ensure that the toll-free suicide hotline under section 1720F(h) of title 38, United States Code—

  (1) None of the funds made available by this Act may be used to enforce or otherwise carry out any Executive action that prohibits the Secretary of Veterans Affairs from appointing an individual to occupy a vacant civil service position, or establishing a new civil service position, at the Department of Veterans Affairs with respect to such a position relating to the hotline specified in subsection (a). 
  (2) In this subsection— 
  (A) the term  civil service has the meaning given such term in section 2101(1) of title 5, United States Code; and 
  (B) the term  Executive action includes—

None of the funds in this or any other Act may be used to close Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) hospitals, domiciliaries, or clinics, conduct an environmental assessment, or to diminish healthcare services at existing Veterans Health Administration medical facilities located in Veterans Integrated Service Network 23 as part of a planned realignment of VA services until the Secretary provides to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress a report including the following elements: 
  (1) a national realignment strategy that includes a detailed description of realignment plans within each Veterans Integrated Services Network (VISN), including an updated Long Range Capital Plan to implement realignment requirements; 
  (2) an explanation of the process by which those plans were developed and coordinated within each VISN; 
  (3) a cost versus benefit analysis of each planned realignment, including the cost of replacing Veterans Health Administration services with contract care or other outsourced services; 
  (4) an analysis of how any such planned realignment of services will impact access to care for veterans living in rural or highly rural areas, including travel distances and transportation costs to access a VA medical facility and availability of local specialty and primary care; 
  (5) an inventory of VA buildings with historic designation and the methodology used to determine the buildings' condition and utilization; 
  (6) a description of how any realignment will be consistent with requirements under the National Historic Preservation Act; and

  Provided, That, this provision shall not apply to capital projects in VISN 23, or any other VISN, which have been authorized or approved by Congress.

  234. 
  (a) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the amounts appropriated or otherwise made available to the Department of Veterans Affairs for the  Medical Services account may be used to provide— 
  (1) fertility counseling and treatment using assisted reproductive technology to a covered veteran or the spouse of a covered veteran; or 
  (2) adoption reimbursement to a covered veteran. 
  (b) In this section: 
  (1) The term  service-connected has the meaning given such term in section 101 of title 38, United States Code.

  (A) the time periods regarding embryo cryopreservation and storage set forth in part III(G) and in part IV(H) of such memorandum shall not apply; and 
  (B) such term includes embryo cryopreservation and storage without limitation on the duration of such cryopreservation and storage. 
  (4) The term  adoption reimbursement means reimbursement for the adoption-related expenses for an adoption that is finalized after the date of the enactment of this Act under the same terms as apply under the adoption reimbursement program of the Department of Defense, as authorized in Department of Defense Instruction 1341.09, including the reimbursement limits and requirements set forth in such instruction.

None of the funds appropriated or otherwise made available by this Act may be used to conduct research using canines unless: the scientific objectives of the study can only be met by research with canines; the study has been directly approved by the Secretary; and the study is consistent with the revised Department of Veterans Affairs canine research policy document released on December 18, 2017: 
  Provided, That not later than 180 days after enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall submit to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress a detailed report outlining under what circumstances canine research may be needed if there are no other alternatives, how often it was used during that time period, and what protocols are in place to determine both the safety and efficacy of the research.

None of the funds appropriated for military construction projects outside the United States under this title may be obligated or expended for planning and design of any project associated with the European Deterrence Initiative until the Secretary of Defense submits to the congressional defense committees a list of all of the military construction projects associated with the European Deterrence Initiative which the Secretary acticipates will be carried out during each of the fiscal years 2019 through 2023. 
  V General provisions 
  501. No part of any appropriation contained in this Act shall remain available for obligation beyond the current fiscal year unless expressly so provided herein. 
  502. None of the funds made available in this Act may be used for any program, project, or activity, when it is made known to the Federal entity or official to which the funds are made available that the program, project, or activity is not in compliance with any Federal law relating to risk assessment, the protection of private property rights, or unfunded mandates. 
  503. All departments and agencies funded under this Act are encouraged, within the limits of the existing statutory authorities and funding, to expand their use of  E–Commerce technologies and procedures in the conduct of their business practices and public service activities. 
  504. Unless stated otherwise, all reports and notifications required by this Act shall be submitted to the Subcommittee on Military Construction and Veterans Affairs, and Related Agencies of the Committee on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the Subcommittee on Military Construction and Veterans Affairs, and Related Agencies of the Committee on Appropriations of the Senate. 
  505. None of the funds made available in this Act may be transferred to any department, agency, or instrumentality of the United States Government except pursuant to a transfer made by, or transfer authority provided in, this or any other appropriations Act. 
  506. None of the funds made available in this Act may be used for a project or program named for an individual serving as a Member, Delegate, or Resident Commissioner of the United States House of Representatives. 
  507. 
  (a) Any agency receiving funds made available in this Act, shall, subject to subsections (b) and (c), post on the public Web site of that agency any report required to be submitted by the Congress in this or any other Act, upon the determination by the head of the agency that it shall serve the national interest. 
  (b) Subsection (a) shall not apply to a report if— 
  (1) the public posting of the report compromises national security; or 
  (2) the report contains confidential or proprietary information. 
  (c) The head of the agency posting such report shall do so only after such report has been made available to the requesting Committee or Committees of Congress for no less than 45 days. 
  508. 
  (a) None of the funds made available in this Act may be used to maintain or establish a computer network unless such network blocks the viewing, downloading, and exchanging of pornography. 
  (b) Nothing in subsection (a) shall limit the use of funds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, or local law enforcement agency or any other entity carrying out criminal investigations, prosecution, or adjudication activities. 
  509. None of the funds made available in this Act may be used by an agency of the executive branch to pay for first-class travel by an employee of the agency in contravention of sections 301–10.122 through 301–10.124 of title 41, Code of Federal Regulations. 
  510. None of the funds made available in this Act may be used to execute a contract for goods or services, including construction services, where the contractor has not complied with Executive Order No. 12989. 
  511. None of the funds made available by this Act may be used by the Department of Defense or the Department of Veterans Affairs to lease or purchase new light duty vehicles for any executive fleet, or for an agency's fleet inventory, except in accordance with Presidential Memorandum—Federal Fleet Performance, dated May 24, 2011. 
  512. 
  (a) In General None of the funds appropriated or otherwise made available to the Department of Defense in this Act may be used to construct, renovate, or expand any facility in the United States, its territories, or possessions to house any individual detained at United States Naval Station, Guantánamo Bay, Cuba, for the purposes of detention or imprisonment in the custody or under the control of the Department of Defense. 
  (b) The prohibition in subsection (a) shall not apply to any modification of facilities at United States Naval Station, Guantánamo Bay, Cuba. 
  (c) An individual described in this subsection is any individual who, as of June 24, 2009, is located at United States Naval Station, Guantánamo Bay, Cuba, and who— 
  (1) is not a citizen of the United States or a member of the Armed Forces of the United States; and 
  (2) is— 
  (A) in the custody or under the effective control of the Department of Defense; or 
  (B) otherwise under detention at United States Naval Station, Guantánamo Bay, Cuba.  references to Act 
  513. Except as expressly provided otherwise, any reference to  this Act contained in this division shall be treated as referring only to the provisions of this division.  references to report 
  514. Any reference to a  report accompanying this Act contained in this division shall be treated as a reference to House Report 115–673. The effect of such Report shall be limited to this division and shall apply for purposes of determining the allocation of funds provided by, and the implementation of, this division.  spending reduction account 
  515. The amount by which the applicable allocation of new budget authority made by the Committee on Appropriations of the House of Representatives under section 302(b) of the Congressional Budget Act of 1974 exceeds the amount of proposed new budget authority is $0.   This division may be cited as the   Military Construction, Veterans Affairs, and Related Agencies Appropriations Act, 2019.
