Overview

In June and July our Summer LSAT Boot Camp students have

a full-time schedule of on-site, in-person LSAT diagnostics and
classes and other workshops at St. John's Law for seven weeks.
From August to September, they continue with an online LSAT
training program, with more diagnostics and study sessions for
local and remote students. All students then take a Fall 2020
LSAT. The program culminates in October with an event where
students meet with admissions officers from law schools from
around the country.
