What is PIAC?

In 2010, Parent Involvement Committees (PICs) within school
boards such as the TDSB were formally established under the
Ontario Education Act "to support, encourage and enhance
parent engagement in order to improve student achievement
and well-being" (R.330/10,s.27).

The PICin our board is the Parent Involvement Advisory
Committee (PIAC). It is one of several formal advisory
committees of the TDSB. PIAC consists of volunteer parent
representatives from each of the board's 22 Wards, a Trustee
representative, the Director of Education (or designate),
representatives from several Community Liaison Groups, and
is supported by the Parent & Community Engagement Office
(PCEO).
