Overview 
 
The U.S. Department of Justice (DOJ), Office of Justice Programs (OJP), National Institute of 
Justice (NIJ) is seeking applications for funding. 
 
OJP is committed to advancing work that promotes civil rights and equity, increases access to 
justice, supports crime victims and individuals impacted by the justice system, strengthens 
community safety and protects the public from crime and evolving threats, and builds trust 
between law enforcement and the community. 
 
With this solicitation, NIJ, in collaboration with the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency 
Prevention (OJJDP), seeks proposals for funding to conduct an expansion or extension of one 
or more ongoing/existing longitudinal research studies that focus on delinquency and crime 
throughout the life-course. Longitudinal studies support interdisciplinary research on the 
emergence, persistence, and desistance of delinquency and criminal offending. This research 
will inform the design of more effective strategies for prevention and intervention in delinquent 
and criminal behavioral trajectories. 
 
This program furthers DOJ’s mission to uphold the rule of law, to keep our country safe, and to 
protect civil rights.

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Program Description 
Program Description Overview 

NIJ seeks applications for funding to expand or extend one or more ongoing/existing 
longitudinal research studies that focus on delinquency and crime throughout the life-course of 
the individual, which may include childhood, adolescence, and young adulthood. Applicants are 
encouraged to adopt a holistic approach to the study of child and adolescent development and 
the emergence, persistence, and desistance of delinquent and criminal offending. The research 
findings are intended to identify malleable risk and protective factors, which can be effectively 
targeted in efforts to prevent the onset of delinquency and to intervene in the lives of youth and 
young adults who engage in delinquent and criminal behavior. 

NIJ will give special consideration to proposals with methods that include meaningful 
engagement with the people closest to the subject of study, including practitioners as well as 
community members representing crime victims, people under criminal justice supervision, and 
members of high-crime communities. 

Applicants are encouraged to propose multidisciplinary research teams to build on the 
complementary strengths of different methods and areas of subject matter expertise. NIJ also 
seeks proposals that include consideration and measurement of issues of diversity, 
discrimination, and bias across age, gender, race, ethnicity, religion, and sexual orientation, as 
applicable. 

Applications proposing research involving partnerships with juvenile justice, criminal justice or 
other agencies should include a strong letter of support, signed by an appropriate decision-
making authority from each proposed, partnering agency. A letter of support should include the 
partnering agency’s acknowledgment that de-identified data derived from, provided to, or 
obtained through an award funded by NIJ will be archived by the grant recipient with the 
National Archive of Criminal Justice Data (NACJD) at the conclusion of the award. Applicants 
and their potential partners are encouraged to review NIJ’s data archiving guidance. If selected 
for an award, grantees will be expected to have a formal agreement in place with partnering 
agencies by January 1, 2025. That formal agreement must include a provision to meet the data 
archiving requirements of the award. 

NIJ seeks proposals that include robust, creative, and multi-pronged dissemination strategies 
that include strategic partnerships with organizations and associations that are best equipped to 
ensure that research findings lead to changes in policies and practices. Special consideration 
will be given to proposals that dedicate at least 15% of the requested project award funding 
toward implementing such strategies, as demonstrated in the “Budget Worksheet and Budget 
Narrative”. 

In the case of partnerships that will involve the use of federal award funds by multiple partnering 
agencies to carry out the proposed project, only one entity/partnering agency may be the 
applicant (as is the case with any application submitted in response to this solicitation); any 
others must be proposed as subrecipients. The applicant is expected to conduct the 
preponderance of the work proposed.

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Any awards under this solicitation would be made under statutory authority provided by a full-
year appropriations act for FY 2024. As of the writing of this solicitation, the Department of 
Justice is operating under a short-term "Continuing Resolution"; no full-year appropriation for 
the Department has been enacted for FY 2024. 
 
Specific Information 
 
Life-course longitudinal research provides valuable insights about the process of adolescent 
development and transition into adulthood particularly with regard to the prevention, onset, 
persistence, escalation, and desistance of delinquent and criminal behavior.1 In keeping with the 
goals of the Juvenile Justice Reform Act of 2018, it is essential to identify the risk and protective 
factors for delinquency involvement in order to inform and advance effective prevention and 
treatment for youth. 
 
With this solicitation, NIJ seeks to build upon past research efforts to inform our understanding 
of how better to prevent the onset of, and to encourage desistance from, delinquency and crime. 
OJJDP has previously supported several major longitudinal studies of delinquency including the 
Philadelphia Birth Cohort studies,2 the Seattle Social Development Project,3 the Program of 
Research on the Causes and Correlates of Delinquency (including Denver, Pittsburgh, and 
Rochester studies),4 Pathways to Desistance,5 the Northwestern Juvenile Project,6 the 
Crossroads Study,7 and the Pittsburgh Girls Study.8 
 
Currently, NIJ is supporting several ongoing initiatives which utilize the longitudinal perspective 
to examine delinquency, crime, and victimization across the life-course. In cooperation with the 
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the National Institute on Drug Abuse, NIJ is 
supporting the Social Development Sub-study to examine delinquency and victimization under 
the Adolescent Brain Cognitive Development Study.9 NIJ also supports research to assess the

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root causes of school violence by examining the interrelationships among factors at the school, 
family, individual, and community levels under the Comprehensive School Safety Initiative.10 

NIJ previously released a competitive solicitation for Longitudinal Research on Delinquency and 
Crime in fiscal years 2019, 2020, and 2021. Under the fiscal year 2019 solicitation, NIJ awarded 
funds to support an examination of intergenerational influences under the Northwestern Juvenile 
Project11 and an extended follow-up into young adulthood of the Crossroads Study sample of 
youth following their first arrest.12 In fiscal year 2020, NIJ supported: examination of 
intergenerational influences under the Rochester Youth Development Study;13 extended 
collection of individual criminal histories for the multi-cohort sample of children first studied in 
1995 under the Project on Human Development in Chicago Neighborhoods;14 and research on 
trajectories and turning points related to delinquency and crime among juvenile justice-involved 
females in Oregon.15 The projects NIJ funded in fiscal year 2021 include an assessment of the 
implications of early justice system involvement for the transition to adulthood for subjects of the 
Fragile Families and Child Wellbeing Study16 and the long-term follow-up of sample youth from 
the National Evaluation of Gang Resistance Education and Training Project.17 

Overall, research supports the conclusion that no single cause accounts for all delinquency, but 
rather more serious offending is often associated with children and youth being exposed to 
multiple risk factors. There is also no single pathway or developmental progression taken by 
youth as they experience the emergence of, persistence in, and desistance from delinquency

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and crime. Individuals vary in terms of the age of onset and the frequency, severity, and 
duration of delinquency and criminal offending. Researchers have made considerable progress 
in terms of hypothesizing and testing various trajectories of youth involvement in delinquency 
and crime. 
 
It is essential for researchers to continue to build knowledge with contemporary data collection 
which captures the current life experience of individual children and youth. There is a need to 
better understand how today’s youth are impacted by their experience of child maltreatment, 
exposure to violence and trauma, awareness of social injustice and inequities, involvement in 
law violating peer groups, self-perception of limited opportunities, experience of academic 
difficulties, exposure to social media, and engagement in risk taking behaviors. By more clearly 
understanding the impact of such risk factors, as well as protective factors, we can better target 
areas for prevention and intervention. Furthermore, longitudinal research provides an 
opportunity for researchers to increase knowledge on life-course trajectories with 
developmentally appropriate measurement of key risk and protective factors. As society 
changes and the juvenile justice and youth service agencies continue to evolve, it is important to 
update our understanding of the onset of delinquency, the impact of involvement in the juvenile 
justice system, and what life transitions, turning points, and changes in sense of self identity are 
associated with desistance and other positive outcomes. 
 
Study Methodologies: 
 
To craft a competitive proposal, applicants should: 
 

• Clearly describe the existing or ongoing longitudinal study that would be expanded or 
extended under this solicitation, with a discussion of the existing or original research 
questions, sample (size, selection criteria, demographics, and attrition to date), data 
sources and access agreements, data collection to date, study variables and measures, 
data analysis, findings to date, and associated publications/reports to date. 

• Articulate why the proposed existing or ongoing longitudinal study provides a sound 
basis for investigation of developmental and life-course crime and delinquency in relation 
to this solicitation’s request for expansion/extension proposals. 

• Describe the theoretical framework that will guide the selection and inclusion of factors 
to be investigated. Emphasis should be placed on the identification of malleable risk and 
protective factors in order for this research to inform the design of more effective 
strategies for both prevention of and intervention in delinquent and criminal behavioral 
trajectories. 

• Incorporate an examination of topics such as the effects of trauma, child sexual 
abuse/exploitation, and runaway experiences on the risk for further victimization and/or 
delinquency and crime. 

• Clearly articulate the research questions to be addressed under the proposed 
expansion/extension. 

• Demonstrate an understanding of relevant research efforts to date and explain how the 
proposed study would advance knowledge of how to prevent delinquency and to 
intervene in the lives of youth involved in offending. 

• Clearly describe how the proposed expansion/extension effort would enhance the 
current study. As an example, this might entail additional research questions, primary 
data collection on additional variables, identification of additional data sources, extended 
number of waves of data collection, enlargement of the sample, examination of extended 
developmental periods or intergenerational influences on risk and protective factors, 
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additional analysis, increased generalizability of findings, and/or increased utility of 
findings for policy and practice. 

• Clearly describe the plans for the study sample, data management, data analysis plans, 
project products, dissemination, and data archiving. 

• Discuss the potential impact of this study in terms of the stated purpose and goal of this 
solicitation. 

• Identify the limitations of the proposed study and the approach to addressing anticipated 
challenges. This should include such considerations such as generalizability of findings, 
recruitment and retention of the sample, data access concerns, missing data, or 
protection of human subjects. 

• Provide a detailed timeline for the proposed study. 
 

In addition, applicants are encouraged to approach the etiology of delinquency and crime from a 
multi-disciplinary perspective, recognizing the holistic development of the child, adolescent, and 
young adult in the context of the family, school, peers, and community influences. NIJ also 
encourages proposals that expand or extend an ongoing study to include prospective data 
collection to advance our knowledge of developmental and life-course engagement in 
delinquency and crime. Applicants may also seek to harvest administrative data sources, 
particularly those that may be linked at the individual research subject level. 
 
Additional Information 
 
Applicants should discuss potential risks and harms to individuals or groups associated with the 
use and/or misuse of any practice or technology proposed as a part of the research and 
evaluation, as well as any ethical considerations that may factor into its use. In addition, 
applicants should be aware of all relevant statutes, regulations, and/or governing judicial 
decisions (e.g., established case law, prevailing court rulings) related to the practice or 
technology’s proposed use. Any limitations that may impede the lawful use or implementation of 
any practice or technology proposed should be described, and a realistic approach to mitigate 
such limitations in the context of the proposed research should be discussed. 
 
Evaluation Research 
 
If an application includes an evaluation research component (or consists entirely of evaluation 
research), the application is expected to propose the most rigorous evaluation design 
appropriate for the research questions to be addressed. If the primary purpose of the evaluation 
is to determine the effectiveness or impact of an intervention (e.g., program, practice, or policy), 
the most rigorous evaluation designs may include random selection and assignment of 
participants (or other appropriate units of analysis) to experimental and control conditions. In 
cases where randomization is not feasible, applicants should propose a strong quasi-
experimental design that can address the risk of selection bias. 
 
Applications that propose evaluation research should also include an implementation evaluation 
component to ensure that implementation fidelity metrics are collected and analyzed. Applicants 
are encouraged to propose research methods that enable interim feedback on implementation 
fidelity to enable program providers to make ongoing improvements in program delivery. 
 
If an application proposes an evaluation involving program staff, the applicant must demonstrate 
research/evaluation independence and provide a description of and justification for the roles of 
program staff as distinct from evaluation activities, a discussion of potential risks (if any) to 
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independence and integrity, and a description of the safeguards that will be employed to ensure 
research independence. 
 
NIJ also encourages applicants to consider the feasibility of including a cost/benefit analysis. In 
cases where evaluations find that interventions have produced the intended benefit, cost/benefit 
analysis provides valuable and practical information for practitioners and policymakers that 
helps with decision-making. Evaluation research projects may also address a wide range of 
research questions beyond those focused on the effectiveness or impact of an intervention. 
Different research designs may be more appropriate for different research questions and at 
different stages of program development. The intervention strategies, setting, other contextual 
factors, and resources should be considered when selecting an evaluation design. 
 
In all cases, applications are expected to propose the most rigorous evaluation design 
appropriate for the research questions to be addressed. Applicants are encouraged to review 
evidence-rating criteria at https://crimesolutions.ojp.gov/about/how-we-review-and-rate-
program-start-finish for further information on high-quality evaluation design elements. 
 
New Investigator/Early Career Opportunity 
 
NIJ is interested in supporting researchers who are early in their careers and new to NIJ’s 
research grant portfolios, specifically non-tenured assistant professors, or equivalent full-time 
staff scientist positions in a research institution, who propose research on topics relevant to NIJ. 
To that end, NIJ may, in appropriate circumstances, give special consideration in award 
decisions to applications proposing such researchers as principal investigators (PIs). To qualify, 
the proposed PI must, at the time of application submission: 
 

• Hold a non-tenured assistant professor appointment at an accredited institution of higher 
education in the United States or an equivalent full-time staff scientist position at a 
research institution in the United States. 

• Have completed a terminal degree or post-graduate clinical training within the six (6) 
years prior to September 30, 2024. 

• Have never previously received NIJ funding as a PI on a research project with the 
exception of Graduate Research Fellows. 

 
If seeking to be considered for the New Investigator/Early Career Opportunity, the applicant 
should identify that it is submitting a New Investigator/Early Career proposal on the title page of 
the application. 
 
Solicitation Goals and Objectives 
 
Goals 
 
The goals of this research initiative are to inform the advancement of effective delinquency 
prevention and intervention approaches that support positive life-course outcomes and thereby 
contribute to the reduction of delinquency and crime. To achieve these goals, the solicitation will 
extend or expand ongoing/existing longitudinal developmental investigations. 
 
Objectives

The statement of the problem should address the need for research in this area. 
Applicants should discuss current gaps in data, research, and knowledge, including 
those for particular justice sectors, for certain populations, and to answer questions 
relevant to current policy and practice needs and public interests. It is not uncommon 
for multiple problems to exist simultaneously (for example, there may be a criminal 
justice problem affecting public safety, a current technical challenge/need identified 
by forensic practitioners, as well as a scientific/technology gap between the current 
state of the art and a desired solution) and applicants should discuss each of these 
clearly and justify the importance of the separate issues. As part of this discussion, 
applicants should present a review of previous literature and discuss previous 
research related to these problems. 

 
2. Project Design and Implementation  

 
Applicants should provide a detailed description of the strategies to implement this 
research project and address the research questions. Design elements should follow 
directly from the research project’s goals and objectives and address the program-
specific information noted in the solicitation. Applicants should describe the research 
methodology and analysis plan in detail and demonstrate the validity and usefulness 
of the data they will collect. Applicants should consider the rigor and soundness of 
the methodology and analytical and technical approaches for the proposed research 
and address the feasibility of the proposed project and potential challenges or 
problems in carrying out the activities. 
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If an applicant is seeking consideration under Priority 1A, it should explain in this 
section how the proposed project(s) will meaningfully address identified inequities 
and contribute to greater access to services and opportunities for communities that 
have been historically underserved, marginalized, adversely affected by inequality, 
and disproportionately impacted by crime, violence, and victimization. The applicant 
should also identify how the project design and implementation will specifically 
incorporate the input and/or participation of these communities. 

 
3. Potential Impact 

 
Applicants should describe the potential impact of the research and how it may 
inform or improve juvenile or criminal justice-related policy, practice, or theory in the 
United States. The applicant should include a discussion of the proposed 
dissemination plan to produce scholarly products and to make information available 
to broader interested audiences, such as juvenile justice and criminal justice 
practitioners or policymakers. 

 
4. Capabilities and Competencies 

 
This section should describe the experience and capabilities of the applicant 
organization, key staff, and any proposed subgrantees (including consultants) that 
the applicant will use to implement and manage this effort and the federal funds 
under this award, highlighting any previous experience implementing longitudinal 
research projects of similar scope, design, and magnitude. Applicants should 
address: 

 
• Experience and capacity to work with the proposed data sources in the conduct 

of similar research efforts. 
• Experience and capacity to design and implement rigorous research and data 

analysis projects. 
• Experience producing and disseminating meaningful deliverables. 
 
Applicants should also outline the management plan and organization that connects 
to the goals and objectives of the project. Among other factors, that plan should 
include a description of the anticipated level of effort of key personnel. 
 
If the applicant is seeking priority consideration under Priority 1B, it should: (1) 
describe within this section how being a population specific organization (or funding 
a population specific subrecipient organization at a minimum of 40% of the project 
budget) will enhance its capabilities and competencies to implement the proposed 
project; (2) specify which populations are intended or expected to be served, have 
their needs addressed, and/or be affected by the proposed project; and (3) include 
information to confirm that the population specific organization is specifically 
designed to serve communities that have been historically underserved, 
marginalized, adversely affected by inequality, and disproportionately impacted by 
crime, violence, and victimization (examples of such information include, but are not 
limited to, the website address, charter, mission statement, or operating principles of 
the population specific organization). 

 
5. Appendices (not counted against the proposal narrative page limit) include: 
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• If the application (including the budget) identifies any proposed non-competitive 
agreements that are or may be considered procurement "contracts" (rather than 
subawards), for purposes of federal grants administrative requirements, the 
applicant also must list the entities with which the applicant proposes to contract.

Objectives are specific, measurable actions to reach the project’s 
desired results. The included timelines should be clearly linked to the goal. 

• Deliverables and Timeline: Project deliverables refer to outputs — tangible (for 
example, a report or a website) or intangible (for example, greater feelings of safety 
reported by the community) — that are documented and submitted within the scope of a 
project.

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underserved, marginalized, adversely affected by inequality, and disproportionately impacted by 
crime, violence, and victimization.

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• Strength and feasibility of the proposed dissemination plan to produce scholarly 
products (such as published, peer-reviewed, scientific journal articles, book 
chapter(s) or book(s) in the academic press, technological prototypes, patented 
inventions, databases, standards, or similar scientific products) as well as make 
summary information available to broader interested audiences, such as criminal 
justice practitioners or policymakers.
