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The Department of Homeland Security’s appropriated budget for immigration detention, enforcement, and
removal has jumped by nearly one billion dollars in the past two years, from $3.212 billion in fiscal year
2016 to $4.110 billion in fiscal year 2018. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) has achieved this
massive increase through a persistent manipulation of the appropriations process and chronic fiscal
mismanagement. During fiscal years 2017 and 2018, ICE repeated the following three steps, allowing the
agency to essentially write its own appropriations:

ICE uses its expanded budget to grow an already bloated detention system, from an
average annual detention population of 34,376 in 2016 to 40,726 in 2018. This growth
represents a capacity to jail nearly 350,000 people each year.

ICE’s network of more than 200 jails is mismanaged in ways that put lives and health at
risk every day. Human Rights Watch recently released a report finding medical negligence
contributing to more than half of all deaths in custody, and numerous investigations have
revealed rampant sexual abuse in immigration jails.

DHS’s Office of Inspector General has found ICE’s inspections system woefully
inadequate. Facilities regularly pass inspections despite significant deficiencies.
